The VP Remote uses two AA batteries (Alkaline-type).

1) Remove battery cover by pushing onto two clip latches.
2) Install two AA size batteries (Alkaline-type) as shown in the image below:

3) Be sure to match the batteries with (+) and (-) polarity sign markings which are engraved inside of the battery compartment.
4) Put the battery cover back and then feel the clip latches snapped into the VP Remote.
